
LAKE SHORES CIVIC LEAGUE GENERAL MEETING MINUTES
Date of Meeting: November 18, 2025, 7:00 p.m. in the cafeteria of Shelton Park Elementary School. 
Twenty-six neighbors signed in. Date of our next General Meeting is on January 20, 2026 on the third Tuesday of the month unless a conflict with Shelton Park Elementary School (SPES).

Call to Order, Pledge of Allegiance, & Welcome
President Diane called to order, welcomed all, & invited us to join in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Guest Speakers 
Our guest speakers from Dominion Energy: Max Bartholomew, Jacob Carasella, Devin Hedrick, Cherise Newsome, Brandon Thomas

An electronic copy of the handout from our speakers, Burton – VA Beach (Line 27) 115 kV Electric Transmission Line Rebuild Project Update, is posted on our Website: Lakeshores.org. 
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Generating sources are nuclear power plant, solar, wind farms.
Poles are transmission & distribution. 
The new poles are of steel replacing poles 50 years old. 
Lake Shores is in Phase One of the project. 
Now in the rehab phase – planting grass, replacing fencing, trees, & grass
Should be complete by April 2026.
Phase Four: September 2006, most difficult as the last storm took the structures. 
All poles replaced by December 2027. 
We await rehab in Lake Shores. 
An environmental concern is the osprey nests. 
The new poles deter birds so stands are not needed. 
The environmental team – biological survey – important new structures are safe for birds
Birds can nest elsewhere. 




Dominion Energy rate change is the first since 1992. 
The SCC must approve, deny, or give a different amount.
We are waiting for the SCC decision. 
Dominion Energy is a corporation. 
All information is on the SCC Website: https://www.scc.virginia.gov/
If approved, a $22.00 increase per month due to inflation, labor, equipment, fuel.
Lines are not underground as underground requires the same amount of land, digging takes longer, 
coil for conductor every 4000 feet, impactful. 
The new structures will last for 50 plus years. 
Legally structures must be higher on the east coast – mitigations & expensive for Dominion Energy 
if structures are down. 

Secretary Report 
Secretary Jeanne Marie read portions of the minutes from our last meeting held on May 20, 2025.
Our meeting in September was cancelled due to heavy rainfall and flooding.
Diane moved to accept the minutes. 
As no additions or corrections, the minutes were approved.
